Description

The paper at hand is a qualitative research work treating the relation between the (profession) biography and pedagogical actions by means of question guideline Interviews. It is also an attempt to understand the „pedagogical staff members" as a homogeneous profession group that cooperates with handicapped persons, although there does not exist a uniform occupational image. This feature is seen from a complex historical context and is thus made explicable.

The paper answers the question, who the „pedagogical staff members" working in the Integration support are. It explains the different accesses in this field, the availability of sense-and Interpretation patterns as well as the pertinence of reasons for correlations in matters of pedagogical actions.

The interpretative paradigm is the initial point of deliberation in this process. Resulting from this, a theory of extrinsic comprehension is developed and seen as cornerstone of this qualitative research work. Another emphasis is put on the occupation with the works by Erving Goffman (see a. o. 1973, 1977). His theoretical deliberations form the basic research assumption of this work that can be summed up as follows: pedagogical stuff members in a triple area of conflict. On the one hand they have a self-demand, an own Imagination resp., how to realize their work in the Institution or what is expected from them resp. (profession identity). On the other hand they should live up to the ideal, e.g. the spin-off or self-determination that acts as basic concepts of the single institutions. Finally the pedagogical staff members experience their everyday working life that usually differs from this ideal conception. Moreover, there is often a family-like working Situation in the residential institutions. It contributes to the fact that pedagogical staff members see their individual biographically oriented sense- and life world construction as a reason for their pedagogical actions.

Resulting from this research work, seven negotiation types were reclaimed, which have a close interrelation between (profession) biographical contexts and pedagogical actions in common.
